Rooftop Mold

Have looked at your home and wondered what is causing those ugly black stains on the roof? Most people think weather, birds, trees or pine needles cause roof stains. Well, they are wrong. Air-borne spores from algae, fungus and mold typically cause roof stains. The spores fall on your roof and grow. The limestone in the asphalt shingles is a perfect food source for algae, fungus and mold. 

You can expect to see roof stains on the areas of your home that face North, as well as any areas that are shaded by trees. Any place the roof stays moist, roof stains can occur. A wet moist environment is the perfect breeding place for these invaders. If left untreated these roof stains can cause your shingles to crack, dry and curl. 

Mold can damage your roof and result in expensive repairs if not properly treated. The best way to clean your shingles is with an oxygen bleach or sodium percarbonate (such as "Tide with Bleach", "OxiClean", "Ajax Oxygen Bleach Powder Cleanser", or "Wolmans Deck and Siding Brightener"). Chlorine bleach should NOT be used, because it can harm you, your roof, gutters and plants. Oxygen bleach will kill the fungus. It should be sprayed from the top down, so none of it will get under the shingles. 

If you decide to hire someone to clean your roof, be sure to ask what they are spraying and how they are applying the solution. A power washer should never be used on the roof. A power washer can ruin shingles and potentially damage the roof frame and trusses. Make sure they are using an oxygen bleach or a sodium percarbonate solution. The solution should be thoroughly drenched on from a high point. The cost for cleaning the largest roof size in our neighborhood should not exceed $300. Taking care of your roof with this easy application can save you thousands of dollars and could defer a roof replacement for years.
