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Annual Dues

Each year, the Board assesses and collects annual dues. Dues are fiscal year 2006 – 2007 are $125. Invoices will be sent to homeowners around June 1st and your payment is due on July 1st. There is a fifteen-day grace period. Any property-owner who has not paid by July 15th will be assessed a late fee of $100. No exceptions! 

If you are planning to sell your home this summer, dues must be paid in full by July 15. At the closing of the sale, you should be reimbursed by the buyer for a pro rata share of the annual dues.  

The Budget for 2006 - 2007

Annual dues are used to pay for the maintenance of the common areas (the entrance and the grassy median). Dues cover irrigation expenses, electricity, normal business expenses (postage, insurance, printing costs, etc.) and some social events. Annual expenses are approximately $9,850. In addition, the Association tries to maintain a fund balance of approximately $10,000.

The attached outlines the revenues and expenditures for the last year and the current year and presents the proposed budget for the upcoming year. The budget will be discussed in greater detail at the Annual Meeting, but, if you have any questions or concerns, please call one of the Board Members.

Annual Meeting and Family Party 

The date of the Annual Meeting of the Milhaven Homeowner’s Association will be announced soon. There will be several vacancies on the Board of Directors, so please give consideration to volunteering to serve.

While the details are not firm, it is expected that a casual family party will be held the same afternoon/evening. The party and the meeting will be held at the Colonies Pool and Clubhouse. Everyone in the neighborhood is invited to attend the party. It is a great opportunity to visit with old friends and to meet new neighbors. Watch your mailbox for details.

Maintenance

The Board of Directors has received numerous complaints regarding properties with dead trees and shrubs, weed-choked flowerbeds and other unsightly landscaping problems. PLEASE be respectful of your friends and neighbors and immediately take care of these problems. As you know, many of our friends and neighbors are trying to sell their homes. Properties that are showing such obvious signs of neglect are an embarrassment to all of us and are a deterrent to receiving optimum sales prices. Within the next 30 days, homeowners who have not taken care of obvious problems will receive a letter from the Board of Directors requesting that immediate action be taken to correct the problem. Please try to correct obvious problems before the Board sends you a letter. 

Selling Your Home?   READTHIS! 

If you are selling your home, please call Sheryl Stephens to get the “Disclosure Package” which is required as a part of the transaction. The fee is $50. 

If you are selling your home, please be mindful of the restrictions in Section 5 of the “Declaration of Restrictions”. Section 5 states that “No sign of any kind shall be displayed to the public view on any lot, except one sign of not more than four square feet advertising the property for sale or rent ... unless first approved in writing.”

This means that “For Sale” signs can be placed ONLY on the lot that is for sale. The Association has allowed homeowners/realtors to place “Open House” signs in the median ON THE DAY OF THE SCHEDULED OPEN HOUSE ONLY. No sale/rent signs are allowed in the median at any other time. No sale/rent signs are allowed on the Association-owned property at the entrance to the neighborhood. Signs placed in these areas may be removed and discarded.

We hope you have noticed how nice the entrance to the neighborhood looks. Darryl Ernst has spent countless hours working with the landscaping contractor and irrigation specialists trying to fix-up everything that needed attention. We are lucky to have a neighbor willing to devote his free time to taking care of the landscaping for us. We hope you are enjoying the results of his efforts. And, since we have spent so much time and money on the common areas...let’s keep them nice...PLEASE CLEAN UP AFTER YOUR DOGS AND DON’T LET THEM PEE ON THE BUSHES!
